A candidate with a specialization in Central European studies, and particularly in Germany, with a background in law, political science, history, or sociology would be preferred. The MKC would like to expand its course repertoire in the fields of economics, national literature, history, philosophy, political science and religious studies. As such, the SIR would be engaged in inter-departmental teaching and staff consultation. Within the next three years, the MKC also seeks to launch a number of new outreach activities to enhance undergraduate and graduate education. The EU SIR would help to strengthen the MKC faculty and position MKC as a major national center of research for enhancing trans-Atlantic understanding. 

Conditions: In addition to the initial award available from the Fulbright Commission (see above), Vanderbilt University will provide a salary supplement of $10,000 for the affiliation period given, as well $2,000 in maintenance and professional travel costs.
