Requirements for private enterprises 
• The topics of the research projects should be related to sustainability, mobility, migration

• Your institution has experience with international students, e.g. with supervision. 

• Your enterprise is interested and open to intercultural diversity. 

• Ideally, the interns can be provided with financial appreciation in the form of pocket money. 

• The internship should last at least 3 months and a maximum of 6 months. 

• Due to the current COVID-19 situation, there is also the possibility of a hybrid internship, 

which consists of on-site presence and teleworking. 

 

EPICUR sees itself as an educational project with a focus on excellence through inclusion and 

diversity. For us, this also includes multilingualism. Due to the internationality of our students, 

French, Polish, Greek and Dutch are the popular languages alongside German and English.
