Yes. Additionally students can take courses from the Catálogo Programa Movilidad (Mobility Program catalogue). Courses here are focused on undergraduate students.
Are BOKU students allowed to take courses from other faculties?

When there are students who wish to take courses from other faculties, the Coordinator at UChile inquires at the faculty. Therefore, it is suggested that students look at the other catalogs and choose according to their preference. Students will be informed about the confirmation of the courses in advance.
Is there anything special at your institution that might be of interest for a BOKU student in order to foster personal growth and / or professional competence, i.e. field trips, research opportunities, internships, volunteer activities, independent study activities, etc.?
Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, we have not been back to full face-to-face activities, but we had a very interesting activity that we want to take back when we can our "Postgraduate Summer School". This is a program of postgraduate courses that we offer during January that are fully taught in English, and that reunites our students with international students in our Student House in the city of Frutillar (Chilean Patagonia). These courses are taught collaboratively with international professors. We usually have courses that have a transdisciplinary approach and every course include field trips.

Students from partner institutions are free of payment and the program includes transportation from Santiago to Frutillar, the accommodation at the Students House, and all meals. In conclusion, international students only have to pay for their flight tickets to Chile and all the experience is free.

For now, the Summer School 2022 will be online (the same as the last one) but we hope to be back on January 2023.

Student Clubs + website
Unfortunately, we don't have a website that can show all the student organizations we have, but I will propose putting it on the new website that we are working on. Either way, I can tell you that more than 10 student organizations work the majority on promoting environmental education, recycling techniques, and conservation of forests and spaces.

From the side of our international office, we are working on a Buddy program that will consist of assigning a national student to every international student, so they can solve more of the personal doubts and feel more welcome at the university.

Additional information
The language level required to enter the University of Chile as an international student is B1 according to the Common European Framework of Reference for languages.

For students who wish to register courses at the Faculty of Medicine, a minimum level B2 is required.

For students registering courses at the Faculties of Law, Philosophy and Humanities and Social Sciences, it is advisable to accredit a C1 level.

Those international students who register exclusively courses taught in English do not need to prove Spanish proficiency, although a basic - intermediate level is highly recommended.

Language requirements are not required for Spanish-speaking students
NO TOEFL OR IELTS Test is necessary, BOKU IR provides proof of sufficient language profiency
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
