Exchange students are not able to take any courses from Guelph’s MBA or MA in 

Leadership programs.

· Are BOKU students allowed to take courses from other colleges?
Yes, all faculties on the Guelph campus. However, they are not able to take 

courses from Ridgetown, Kemptville or Guelph- Humber campuses.

· Is there anything special at your institution that might be of interest for a BOKU student in order to foster personal growth and / or professional competence, i.e. field trips, research opportunities, internships, volunteer activities, independent study activities, etc?

There are many undergraduate courses that include field trips in the faculties of Agriculture, Crop Science, Geography, Geology, Biology, Botony, Environmental Biology, Environmental Studies, Equine Studies, Food Science, Landscape Architecture, Natural Resource Studies, Nutrition, Soil Science, Studio Arts, Theatre, & Zoology.  To find out which courses offer a field trip component, students can go to the course listings in the Academic Calendar and search for ‘field.’  Please note that some field trips require that students pay an extra fee to cover travel expenses.  Exchange students may not be eligible for some field trips that occur outside of regular semester dates or require early pre-registration.  
There are opportunities to complete independent research or group research under the supervision of a faculty member both at the undergraduate and graduate level.  However, it is up to the exchange student to arrange to work with a professor who is interested in the same research area. Exchange students must be registered for at least one course while at the University of Guelph – they cannot come here only to do research without taking any classes.  However, there are many courses with a focus on independent research of the student’s choice.
Generally, it is not possible for exchange students to complete internships or practicums while at the University of Guelph.  Canadian visa rules enforce that exchange students are not allowed to work off-campus, which means that it is impossible to participate in co-op placements.  Exchange students may arrange to do research for a professor on-campus and call this an ‘internship’, but the Centre for International Programs is not able to makes these types of arrangements for students – it must be done independently.
