Research Report
(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)
	A major resource in the production mix and a foundation of the wealth of developing countries is land. It is widely acknowledged that properly designed property rights have the potential to unpack the value of land and enhance socioeconomic development. Over the last decade, Ethiopia is implementing a land administration system for the whole country. In a first stage, certificates were issued for a large number of parcels. Currently, the survey and mapping of land parcels is outlined. Additionally, the Ethiopian land administration authorities intend to improve the use and development of land. This study will investigate the impact of rural land certification on sustainable land resource management, long-term investments, and to assss its impact on farmers' perception and confidence on land ownership and land use rights and also its change in rural land use/land cover on temporal remote sensing data in Gozamin district, Amhara National Regonal State, Ethiopia.
From the region Gozamin district was selected purposively and then three kebelles were selected using simple random sampling technique. Sample size was determined from each kebelle using probability proportional to size method to make equal representation of households in each kebelle. As there are different household sizes in different kebelle Administrations (KAs). Sample huseholds were selected using systematic random sampling technique. For doind so, sampling frames were obtained for each kebelle by taking the list of all land holder house hold heads from the kebelle land admistration offices. The sample land holder house hold heads were drawn from each administrative unit from the list of names after a certain sampling interval (K) that was determined by dividing the total number of households by the predetermined sample size of each kebelle. Accordingly, a total of 343 households were interviewed face-to-face using a structured questionnaire.

The major source of data was a formal household survey conducted from March to September 2018. In this study, both primary and secondary data were collected. To obtain primary data, both closed and open ended questionnaires were developed, tested and adjustes to suit their purpose. Land holder farmers were asked about their perceptions of land holding rights and land management activities before and after certification. Six enumerators were recruited for the purpose of data collection. These enumerators were first trained in data collection techniques, objectives of the study, how to manage questionnaires and how to approach farmers during the interviews. The questionnaire was designed in such a way that it enables to collect data on personal and socio-economic characterstics of farm households as well as on impact of land certification on sustainable land rsource management. In addition, each question was explained and clerified in detail to then with adequate explanation. Enumerators pre-tested the questionnaire at Chimit Kebelle. On the third day of exercise, enumerators were given chances for suggestions and remarks that might be helpful to handle the interview. Official supporting letters were then prepared from Debre Markos University, Research and community service vice presedent office to the district administrative offices to help the researcher and enumerators in selecting sample kebelles, official supporting letters written by district administrative office to the selected kebelles helped to ease data collection at kebelle level.

Data collected from household surveys were supplemented by personal observations, focus group and key informant discussions. Concerning the focus group discussion, eight to twelve participants were interviewed with in a particular group kebelle for a more in-depth exploration of key issues identified from the semi-structured interviews. The community representatives selected for group discussions included youths, women and old people. The key informants included were few members of the kebelle land administration committee, development agents, leaders of the kebelle and experts at the district. Interviews of representatives of the Environmental protection and land administration authority, the Bureau of Agriculture and Rural development and local authorities were consulted to understand the perception of the officials about the land certification and its intended objectives and also to saw changes in the land cover/land use over 40 years. Secondary data collections were conduted through reviewing several reports at kebelle, district, zonal and regional levels.

For the land cover/ land use change I was collected from the district 700 ground control points (GCP) used for land cover classification and to validate the result. Lastly, the main challenge of field work was very heavy rainy season starting from July to last of August/ 2018.
