Research Report
(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)
	My study focuse on <Plant diversity, carbon pools, selected soil properties and livelihood situation in the Indigenous Agroforestry systems of South-eastern Rift- valley landscapes, Ethiopia>. Right after arriving in Ethiopia, I directly went to the study site and met stake holders and concerned bodies at zonal, district and Site level. The selected specific sites for this study were Sisot site, Golla site and Chichu site which are under the Dilla zuria district of Gedeo zone, South Nations and Nations Peoples Regional state. The study was targeted on different land use systems like Enset based Agroforestry system (Sisota site), Enset-Coffe Agroforestry system (Golla site) and Enset-Fruit tree-Coffee based Agroforesty system (Chichu site). Following this, I tried to collect different types of data along the entire data collection schedule. From August - September/ 2017  I have filled 160 socio-economic questionnaires by employing enumerators and later feed it to SPSS software for further analysis. And then, from October - November/2017 I have done Inventory of 60 Agroforestry farms(20 from each Agroforestry system) in a specified 10*10 meter quadrant which was randomley layed. Under this study diameter at basal height (DBH), Height of each plant species were measured and plant species at sapling and seedling stage were counted by formulating 5*5 meter quadrant with in the 10*10 meter quadrant. In addition to this,  I have also recorded the GPS location, Slope %, Elevation  of each form. For further analysis, I have already feed it all the measured and recorded data to excel sheet. From December/2017 -January/2018 I have collected soil samples from 30 Agroforestry farms as well as from adjacent 30 mono-crop farms. Therefore, I collected 120 composite soil samples for nutrient analysis and 120 for bulk density analysis. Overall, 240 samples (from 0-20 cm and 20-40 cm depths). In addition to this,I have also recorded the GPS location, Slope %, Age, and current land cover and historical background of the mono-crop farm. For the Bulk density, I put 120 soil samples in to a digital Oven-dry machine to stay 48 hours at 105 (°C) and later I recorded and leveled the results one by one and then I feed it to excel sheet. For the nutrient analysis, 120 soil samples were air dried in the air drying house and later crushed and sieved with 2 mm sieve and then finally it was lebeled and packed.The aim of the above all study is to estimate the biomass carbon, Soil organic carbon of the different Agroforestry systems and comparing among the Agroforestry systems and between their adjucent mono-crops. In addition, it is to assesss the livelihood situation of the study area interms of economic benefit and other parameters.
 Another study was about litter collection and litterfall collection. In February/ 2018 I have collected litter samples from 30 agroforestry farms by laying 1*1 meter quadrant and then I wiegh the fresh weight of each sample at the spot and later I took 100 grames from each litter sample which is going to be oven-dried in the digital oven-dry machine for 2 hours at 72 (°C).  Regarding the litterfall collection, since January/ 2018 I have already hang up mesquito nets (Litterfall traps) to collect litterfall. This was employed in 15 Agroforestry farms in the three agroforestry systems (3 litter fall traps in each farm) which is a total of 45 literfall traps. This activity will be continued for 12 months. The aim of this study is to estimate the total litterfall biomass at stand level in each agroforestry system.
