Research Report
(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)
	As a part of “Project on Climate Change Adaptation Potentials of Forests in Bhutan (BC-Cap) Phase II” My research focused on Building resilient livelihoods towards biotic and abiotic disturbance factors in Bhutan, it's a community based adaptation to global change. The study site of my research was located in South-central Bhutan, in a  village named "Pungshi" it has steep terrain, far away from motor able road where only a few households are accessible by road within a walk of  5 to 10 mins. The village altitude ranges from 800-1900 mt. a.s.l. Topography ranges from 35-80 degrees which is very slippery and is prone to landslides during heavy monsoon. The main source of livelihood in the village is  agriculture with the cultivation of maize, paddy, oranges and cardamom. 
During my time-period I conducted household surveys related to agroforestry and vulnerabilities related to climate change. I lived in the village in one of the households and experienced their way of living. We ate mostly the food from their farm and kitchen garden.I speak the local dialect i.e. Nepali so it became easier for me to connect with them and i could understand them directly.It makes a lot of difference if you know the language as the villagers told me that they felt quite comfortable cause i could understand them without any translator unlike the other researchers who have visited earlier. My filed studies were quite successful as I conducted door to door household surveys and we did transect walks in the farms where villagers explained me about their farms and crops. It was very helpful to know theire daily farming practices as well as to experience them. I had meetings with the local agriculture extension officers of the village as well.

After finishing the field studies i returned back to the unit office that is in the captial city, Thimpu where I further met few researchers and agroforestry extension officiers. I also visited other field sites where BOKU experiments are been conducted and i met many researchers working in Bhutan. Thimpu is  not as cheap as i thought it would be, housing is expensive and food is mostly organic. Overall it was a  good academic and cultural experience. The staff was friendly and most of the people speak english. Buddhism is the essence of the country.
