In accordance with new curriculum (bachelor’s or master’s course):

a) Completed bachelor course in the shortest time possible plus the maximum of one additional
semester

or

b) Completed master’'s course in the shortest time possible plus the maximum of one additional
semester and with final thesis paper graded “sehr gut” (excellent)

3. Especial consideration will be given to those who

a) come from rural areas

b) started their studies once already working or after having worked before starting their studies
It is not allowed to file a habilitation paper or for a dissertation study.
